(as long as it survives the swim back to your

With an à la carte menu that 
supports local farmers, fishers and artisanal food 
producers, the Mediterranean-inspired food here is market fresh. Regular 
events throughout the winter months include Music on the Rocks and

Tucked away on the northern coast of Anguilla, 
Da’Vida combines an elegant restaurant – Main 
House – with the more low-key Bayside beach 
club in one location, creating a lively yet relaxed 
atmosphere. Book a table on a Sunday afternoon 
for live music by former Test cricketer turned 
musician Omari Banks. Plus, you can order

Laid-back vibes are the name of the game  
at La Cabane, located on the island’s tranquil 
west coast.
